Expanding Export Market Development Grant (EMDG) as part of a business stimulus package for small businesses
I am attaching an editorial written in February by Andrew Main, the Business Editor of the Australian newspaper, in which he argues that a business stimulus package should include increasing the EMDG by 

1. Paying last year’s EMDG entitlements in full this financial year

2. Paying the current year’s EMDG as soon as it is assessed

3. Paying a percentage of last year’s EMDG in advance, and 

4. Increasing the EMDG 
The current financial situation is making it hard for my small, innovative company to get the funding it needs to continue its export promotion activities, which are of great importance given the dramatic fall off in the mineral exports due to the current financial crisis.  Having benefited from the EMDG in the past, I strongly support Andrew Main’s recommendations, which will go a long way to helping our company to continue its current activities.  

However, instead of increasing the EMDG, the government is actually reducing the second tranche payment by 50-70%.  This seems inconsistent with responsible business stimulus.  

As my local member, I ask you to campaign on my behalf to have 

· the reduction in the second tranche payment of the EMDG reversed, and 

· the EMDG expanded along the lines suggested by Andrew Main.  

If you want to help small, innovative companies, as I am sure you do, this would be a very good way to do it, either in a business stimulus package, or in the next budget.
